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he first time I went to Kang-eang II was
for a business lunch meeting. My
interviewee and I sat under a thatched

roof sala (pavilion), which offered enough
privacy for hushed discussions about the
island’s elite property buyers, but still provided
the spectacular light sea breeze that
complements a shrimp and crab
feast so well. Having enjoyed it

so much even while working, I knew I had to
return in my free time, and I can assure you
that Kan Eang II is equally charming whether
you are visiting for a romantic dinner by
candlelight, or enjoying a party of 20. That’s
what makes it my favourite all around dining
destination on Phuket.

The vast menu offers such variety that
not only is there a dish to suit every taste, but

I knowI will never tire of eating at this
restaurant. My favourite dish is the
“fried prawns with tamarind

sauce”, while the “fresh oysters
served with lime sauce” is

popular with my friends.
The portions are

generous and the flavours rich.
Those who can’t eat seafood will

have no problem as plenty of
duck, beef, chicken and

vegetarian dishes are on offer.
Open for approximately 23

years the restaurant’s cheerful owner,
Khun Prachan Pachanthabut says, “The

concept is to provide traditional Thai seafood
dishes, with a price that allows both Thais and

foreigners to eat here, with no service charge.”
Indeed, there is a delightful mix of foreign and
Thai guests, with perhaps a few more Thais,
attesting to the authenticity of the dishes.

Khun Prachan says approximately 10
chefs are on staff to prepare the seafood, all of
which arrives live from various markets daily.
Lobster, prepared in more ways than you can
count, is a top seller. Kan-eang II is also popular
with sailors who moor their boats in the bay
and ride dinghies to shore for a meal. In case
you’re wondering about the connection with
Kan-eang I (near Chalong pier), Khun Prachan
says that restaurant is owned by his older sister
and has been open for more than 30 years.

If you are looking for beachside dining
at a restaurant where quality is never
comprised and prices remain fair you really
can’t go wrong by paying a visit to Kan-eang II.
